from the power of darkness, and hath translated us into the kingdom of his dear Son”

2. Types And Areas Of Wisdom  

A. Types of Wisdom 

1. Human or Natural Wisdom 

 Based on intellect, experience, and education. 

 1 Corinthians 2:14 “But the natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of 
God…” 

 Matthew 11:25 “…I thank thee, O Father, Lord if heaven and earth, because thou 
hast hid these things from the wise and prudent, and hast revealed them to babes” 

2. Worldly Wisdom 

 Driven by culture, politics, power, worldly success, and self-interest. 

 James 3:15 “This wisdom descendeth not from above, but is earthly, sensual, 
devilish.” 

 1 Corinthians 2:6 “…we speak wisdom among them that are perfect: yet not the 
wisdom of this world, nor of the princes of this world…” 

 1 Corinthians 3:6 “For the wisdom of this world is foolishness with God” 

3. Demonic or Corrupt Wisdom 

 Corrupts the mind through the senses, produces confusion, strife, pride, envy and 
destruction. 

 James 3:15-16 “This wisdom descendeth not from above, but is earthly, sensual, 
devilish.  For where envying and strife is, there is confusion and every evil work.” 

4. Divine Wisdom (Wisdom of God) 

 Comes from God and reveals His nature and purposes. 

 1 Corinthians 2:7 “But we speak Wisdom of God in a mystery, even the hidden 
wisdom, which God ordained before the world unto our glory” 

 James 3:17 “But the wisdom that is from above is first pure, then peaceable, 
gentle…” 

 1 Corinthians 2:12-13 “Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the 
spirit which is of God; that we might know the things that are freely given to us of 
God. Which things also we speak, not in the words which man's wisdom teacheth, 
but which the Holy Ghost teacheth; comparing spiritual things with spiritual.
